The Grand Dance Drama Red Poppies premiered in Hong Kong in 2006 and won the Best Performer 

and Best Costume Design Awards at the Hong Kong Dance Awards 2007. Fervently acclaimed, the 

performance has twice made its return to the Hong Kong stage winning accolades from audiences 

and critics alike. Red Poppies is scheduled to be staged in Hong Kong for the third time from 1 to 9 

June 2019, for six performances at the Auditorium of Sha Tin Town Hall and the Grand Theatre of the 

Hong Kong Cultural Centre respectively. Pulling together elite dancers from Sichuan and Hong Kong, 

this spectacular dance drama will sweep the audiences off their feet again with many brand new 

elements. 

 

The story is about a tribal chief who makes his riches and power from growing poppies and selling 

opium. He needs a successor and has to choose between his two sons: the elder is hungry for power; 

the younger just wants a simple life – everyone even calls him “bird brain”. Tempted by power and 

desire, a family feud fueled by jealousy and hatred rip through the plateau, taking the old order down 

in flames.

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Adapted from the eponymous novel, which won China’s most prestigious book prize established by 

writer Mao Dun, the grand dance drama Red Poppies draws from folk dance traditions of the Tibetan 

region where the book is set. Featuring Tibetan music and singing as well as colourful tribal costumes, 

Red Poppies is a testament to the changes of time, the destruction of old world orders and the 

coming of a new age. It is also a meditation on karma, on good and evil through the Tibetan culture 

and traditions. 

 

Elite dancers from Sichuan and Hong Kong will share the same stage, striking sparks off one another! 

After the six performances in Hong Kong, Red Poppies will be performed in Chengdu for three more 

shows in July. The performances in Chengdu are supported by the Hong Kong Economic and Trade 

Office in Chengdu of the HKSAR, marking an important milestone for cultural exchange between 

Hong Kong and China.
